2025 SCHEDULE OF LIMITATIONS 
Council resolved to approve a schedule of limitations on selected programmes for 2025 in accordance 
with a recommendation from the Academic Board. 

Council resolved to delegate authority to the Academic Board to approve limitations on courses for 
international students in future; a previous delegation by Council had provided this power to the 
Academic Board with respect to domestic students. 
 

2024 DEGREES, DIPLOMAS AND CERTIFICATES STATUTE 
Council resolved to approve the 2024 Degrees, Diplomas and Certificates Statute in accordance with a 
recommendation from the Academic Board. 
 

2025 MEETING DATES OF COUNCIL AND ITS COMMITTEES 
Council received a schedule of confirmed 2025 meeting dates for the University of Waikato Council and 
its committees..
