Hamilton

Tauranga

Our award-winning Tauranga Moana campus,  
just five years’ old, offers a modern learning 
environment that is a stone’s throw from the 
beautiful Tauranga waterfront. 

The state-of-the-art building was designed with 
students in mind. It features stunning artworks that 
express a unique cultural narrative reflecting the 
University’s relationship with mana whenua and, more 
broadly, with Tauranga Moana and Bay of Plenty iwi.

China

The University has around 900 students at its joint 
institute with Zhejiang University City College (ZUCC) 
in China.
