STUDY ABROAD AND EXCHANGE

Academic Year

The University operates with a trimester based
academic year:

« ATrimester: February to June
+ B Trimester: July to November

« CTrimester: November to February.

The core academic year is made up of A and B Trimesters,
each offering an 18-week long experience from arrival to
departure.

Academic Credit and Workload

A typical full-time workload at Waikato is 60 points per
trimester (4 papers at 15 Waikato points each).

Minimum enrolment is 45 points and maximum is
60 points per trimester.

In general, 15 Waikato points = 3 or 4 US credits, or 7.5 ECTS,
but please seek further guidance from your home university.

When choosing your papers, be sure that they are taught in
your chosen campus and trimester.

A 15 point paper equates to 150 hours of study.
