Students graduating with a bachelor’s degree, postgraduate diploma,
master's or doctoral degree and who have studied that programme

full time in New Zealand for a minimum of 30 weeks will be eligible to
apply for post-study work rights. The duration of post-study work visas
now match the duration of a student’s study in New Zealand, except for
master's and PhD students who will continue to be eligible for a three-year
post study work visa.

These scholarships are awarded to new undergraduate and postgraduate
international students studying onshore who can demonstrate academic
excellence in their previous studies.

This scholarship is for onshore international students who have met direct
entry from a New Zealand high school in the year prior to enrolling in

Students who achieve University
Entrance in NCEA will automatically receive NZD$10,000 towards tuition
fees in their first year of study.
